“(1) information with respect to each cam-
pus residence hall and whether or not such hall
Is equipped with a fire sprinkler system or other
fire safety system;

“(i1) statistics concerning the occurrence
on campus of fires and false alarms in residence
halls, including information on deaths, injuries,
and structural damage caused by such occur-
rences, if any, during the 2 preceding calendar
years for which such data are available; and

“(iif) information regarding fire alarms,
smoke alarms, fire escape planning or protocols
(as defined in local fire codes), rules on portable

electrical appliances, smoking and open flames,

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“(iv) recommendations concerning the
best means of meeting fire safety stand-
ards in all college facilities, including rec-
ommendations for methods of funding such

costs.”.
