IN THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

Mr. CASTLE (for himself, Mr. BOEINER, and Mr. WILSON of South Carolina)
introduced the following bill; which was referred to the Committee on
Education and the Workforce

A BILL

To amend the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical
Education Act of 1998 to strengthen and improve pro-

erams under that Act.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Vocational and Tech-
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nical Education for the Future Act”.
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SEC. 2. REFERENCES.

Wherever in this Act an amendment is expressed in
terms of an amendment to or repeal of a section or other
provision, the amendment or repeal shall be considered to
be made to a section or other provision of the Carl D.
Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act of 1998
(20 U.S.C. 2301 et seq.).

SEC. 3. PURPOSES AND DEFINITIONS.

(a) PURPOSES.—Section 2(2) (20 U.S.C. 2301(2)) 1s

amended by inserting ‘“‘rigorous and challenging” after

“integrate’.
(b) DEFINITIONS.—Section 3 of the Carl D. Perkins
Vocational and Technical Education Act of 1998 (20

U.S.C. 2302) is amended—

(1) by striking paragraph (26) and redesig-

(23) through (27), and paragraphs (27) through

“(i1) provides, at the postsecondary
level, for a 1-year certificate, an associate
degree, or industry recognized credential;

and’”’.

SEC. 6. PROHIBITIONS.

The Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Edu-
cation Act of 1998 (20 U.S.C. 2301 et seq.) is amended
by adding after section 8 the following new section:

“SEC. 9 PROHIBITIONS.

“(a) Locar, CONTROL.—Nothing in this Act shall be
construed to authorize an officer or employee of the Fed-
eral government to mandate, direct, or control a State,
local educational agency, or school’s curriculum, program
of instruction, or allocation of State or local resources, or
mandate a State or any subdivision thereof to spend any
funds or incur any costs not paid for under this Act.

“(b) NO PRECLUSION OF OTHER ASSISTANCE.—Any
State that declines to submit an application to the Sec-
retary for assistance under this Act shall not be precluded
from applying for assistance under any other program ad-
ministered by the Secretary.

“(¢) PROHIBITION ON REQUIRING KFEDERAL AP-

PROVAL OR CERTIFICATION OF STANDARDS.—Notwith-

standing any other provision of Federal law, no State shall
be required to have academic content or student academic

achievement standards approved or certified by the Fed-
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eral government, in order to receive assistance under this
Act.

“(d) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-
tion shall be construed to affect requirements under sec-
tion 113."”.

poses described in paragraph (2). If such additional
amounts are made available under this paragraph,

the total allocation for the purposes described in
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paragraph (2) shall not exceed the amount allocated
under paragraph (2) for fiscal year 2004.”; and

“(I) how the levels of perform-
ance involved compare with the local
adjusted levels of performance estab-
lished for other eligible recipients tak-
ing into account factors including the
characteristics of participants when
the participants entered the program
and the services or instruction to be
provided; and

“(IT) the extent to which such
levels of performance promote contin-
uous and substantial improvement on
the indicators of performance by such

eligible recipient.
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“(vi) REVISIONS.—If unanticipated
circumstances arise with respect to an eli-
oible recipient resulting in a significant
change in the factors described in clause
(v)(IT), the eligible recipient may request
that the local adjusted levels of perform-
ance agreed to under clause (ii1) or (iv) be
revised. The eligible agency shall issue ob-
jective criteria and methods for making
such revisions.

“(B) LEVELS OF PERFORMANCE FOR AD-
DITIONAL INDICATORS.—Each eligible recipient
may 1identify in the local plan, local levels of
performance for any additional indicators of
performance. Such levels shall be considered to
be the local levels of performance for purposes
of this title.

“(C) LOCAL REPORT.—

“(1) CONTENT OF REPORT.—Each eli-
eible recipient that receives an allotment
under section 111 shall annually prepare
and submit to the eligible agency a report,
regarding—

“(I) the progress of such recipi-

ent in achieving the local adjusted lev-
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els of performance on the core indica-
tors of performance; and

“(IT) in the case of an eligible re-
cipient that receives funds deseribed
in section 112(a) for activities de-
seribed  in section  135(b)(3), the
progress 1n achieving the local ad-
justed levels of performance on the
core indicators with respect to tech
prep program participants.

“(11) DISAGGREGATION OF DATA.—

Each eligible recipient shall—

“(I) disaggregate data for each
of the indicators of performance under
section 113(b)(2) for the categories of
students enumerated under section
1111(b)(2)(C)(v)(II) of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act of
1965 that are served under this Act;
and

“(IT) identify and quantify any
disparities or gaps in performance be-
tween any such category of students

and the performance of all students
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served by the eligible recipient under

the Act.

“(i1) RULES FOR REPORTING OF
DATA.—The disaggregation of data under
clause (i1) shall be required except in a
case 1n which the number of students in a
category 1s insufficient to yield statistically
reliable information or in which the results
would reveal personally identifiable infor-
mation about an individual student.

“(1v) AVAILABILITY.—The report de-
scribed in clause (1) shall be made available
to the public through a variety of formats,
including electronically or through the

Internet.”.

(d) STATE REPORT.—Section 113(¢) (20 U.S.C.
2323(¢)) 18 amended—

(1) by redesignating paragraphs (2) and (3) as
paragraphs (4) and (5) respectively, and inserting
after paragraph (1) the following:

“(2) DISAGGREGATION OF DATA.—Each eligible

agency under this subsection shall—

“(A) disaggregate data for each of the in-

dicators of performance under section 113(b)(2)

for the categories of students enumerated under
